Phonemes we focused on this week: 

 

Pronunciation phrase- ur 

Open your mouth in a relaxed 

way, push your tongue down and 

say ur ur ur 

 

Pronunciation phrase- ow 

Open your mouth wide then 

move your lips together as you 

say ow ow ow 

  

Pronunciation phrase- oi 

Make an ‘o’ with your mouth 

then move your lips out as you 

say oi oi oi 

 

Pronunciation phrase- ear 

Smile with your lips apart, 

push your tongue to your teeth 

as you say ear ear ear

phoneme then listening out for the word?
