DT: (2nd half term) Healthy and varied diet: 
We will explore healthy and varied diets, taste Greek food and discuss our likes and dislikes. We will then create a healthy gyros dish fit for a king, prepare and taste the food that we have planned and evaluate our dish.








TOPIC: ‘The Ancient Greek’ topic will include: 
Chronology: To locate this period in history on a timeline in relation to other time periods we have learnt about.
Historical Knowledge: To find out what life was like in Ancient Greece; identifying the key features of that society and how it compares to our lives today.
Evidence: To use a range of evidence to build up our understanding of life in Ancient Greek times. To distinguish between different sources and their usefulness in finding out about the past. To look at different representations of the same event. To ask questions.
Organisation and Communication: Recall, select and organise historical information. 
Impact: Learn about the legacy of Greek culture including art, architecture and literature.




















ART: (1st half term)
Study of Ancient Greek art: Looking at Greek pottery and pictures. What do they tell us about Greek life?
Sketching: To observe and sketch pictures or events from Greek pottery showing events from the time.
Modelling: To design, make and evaluate a Greek mask for a theatre production – tragedy or comedy?












Coding: To use Scratch to program a computerMUSIC:
On-going: To play and perform in ensemble contexts – using voices. Listen to a selection of music. 
Our units are: Mamma Mia and Reflect, Rewind and Replay 
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1st half term: Dynamo Cricket and Tennis
2nd half: Athletics (with Sports Day practice) and Golf.
Swimming: For children aiming to swim 25m. 








SCIENCE:   Sound: To be taught how sounds are made through vibrations and to find patterns connected to the pitch and volume of a sound. 
Light: To understand how we need light to see and that light can be reflected from surfaces. To know that shadows are formed when a light from a light source is blocked by an opaque material and how shadows change in size.
