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Topic Plan 





‘Roman Conquest’





Year 5 and 6


Summer 2026





English – Text based on ‘A horde of Ravens’





Children will be developing their skills in writing by creating a range of text types, inspired by the text ‘A horde of Ravens’, which can be found on purplemash. Children will be writing campfire stories, character descriptions and book reviews.





Science – Evolution and inheritance 


Recognise that living things have changed over time and that fossils provide information about living things that inhabited the Earth millions of years ago 





Recognise that living things produce offspring of the same kind, but normally offspring vary and are not identical to their parents 





Identify how animals and plants are adapted to suit their environment in different ways and that adaptation may lead to evolution.





 History – The Romans 





During the term we will be looking at the Roman Empire and its impact on Britain. Children will learn about the Roman society and its organisation using a range of historical sources. They will understand the chronology of this historical period. 


They will also investigate how land use has changed over time since the Romans and locate and name the main counties and cities in England, both in Roman times and today. 


Children will be encouraged to develop their knowledge of the topic by asking questions and working independently to find out the relevant information to answer these.








Geography 


There will be a local geography week during the week beginning 18th May





 Music 


Children will be writing raps and rehearsing songs for the end of year production.








Art


 In art the children will be working on creating their own mosaic, having looked at Roman mosaics found in Britain.





Maths





During the first half term Year 5 will be spending time revising fractions and statistics. 





Year 6s will be focusing on SATs revision and exam techniques including number, shape, measures, data handling, fractions, decimals and percentages. There will also be a focus on problem solving and investigative work. 





During the second half term we will be focusing applying maths skills in a wider range of contexts
